Do you know what 'hindsight is 20/20' means? This phrase simply describes the

fact that it is easy for one to be knowledgeable about an event after it has

happened or, in other words, that one is able to evaluate past choices more

clearly than at the time of choice.

Think of a time in the past in which you wish you knew then what you know now.

What was the problem? How did you handle it then? How would you handle it now?

Use verb tenses in the past to describe the situation as well as what you should

have done.

What a tricky topic!! 
On the face of it, it seems easy to answer all those questions, but not for me. I have so many thoughts about it that I could write a short book so it’s not easy to express myself properly in only one contribution. 
I’ve made many decisions in my life and all the decisions have brought me here – I have two daughters and a wife who are happy and healthy. I’m studying at university to turn my dreams into reality and I really mean it when I am saying, “It’s more than enough for me to be happy”.  
I absolutely agree that we shouldn’t worry about our past decisions, because we can't change them now. Moreover, we shouldn’t criticize what we did, because we made the best decision we could at that time. We are only people and we just learn through our “mistakes” how to live or how to be happy, which is really great, because then we don’t have time to be bored(.
In fact, we are not able to recognize whether our decisions in the past were bad or not, and probably I should share at least one of my decisions to be more understandable. 
Well, three years ago, I decided to work with disabled people to make them happier, but after a while I recognised that some of my colleagues behaved very badly towards them so I warned my colleagues if they did it again I would complain to the director of the organization. It didn’t help and that’s why I complained to the director. Unfortunately, I was recommended by the director to stay out of it and be glad that I had a job. I couldn’t believe my ears so I answered, “I’m not willing to co-operate with people like you and I’m going to complain to your superiors, because your attitude to disabled people is not acceptable for me”. It’s easy to write about that, but I can assure you it were really difficult times for me. Even my father-in-law wanted me not to quit the job and don’t take care of disabled people so much. After having some conversations with him he wrote me a threatening letter and some other things, but I was strongly determined to act on my own. One of the best things about that was that my daughters told me, “We would do the same, because it’s a right thing to stand up for disabled people”. So, I quit the job and probably for the first time, I decided not to use my brain but my heart, and started preparing for the entrance examinations. Surprisingly, I was successful and now I’m studying at university to become a teacher of English that I really love. 
So, if I hadn’t quit the job, I wouldn’t be proud of myself, I wouldn’t study at university, but I would have the job. Did I make the right decision? I’ll never know, but it’s not important at all. The point of all of this is that we should follow our heart and nobody has the right to tell us what we should do, because we are the only ones who take responsibility for our actions. 
I don’t know if I do right decisions, but my children and my wife are proud of me and I think that I’m good example for my children, which makes me really happy and nothing compares to it. As I said at the very beginning, “It’s more than enough for me to be happy.”
